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Besides cell characteristics a library could contain information regarding the usage of the library data by different applications. First, not all applications will use all data in a library, second the mechanism for selecting what is pertinent to a specific application should be simpler then the query of the entire database created form the library files. The usage model might furnish information about 

· what data is relevant for an application
· specifics for driving computations depending of application requirements
· how translated of imported data has to be interpreted
A minimal set of standard applications, a minimal set of levels of accuracy, a computation directive mechanism, and one to define user specifics are the minimal requirements. In the future libraries might contain a formal description of their usage based on library ontology.
