Golden Parser, 2.0

Paul reported that he has draft 2.0 parser disks ready.  Will will mail them out on Monday.  Source and PC-executable files are included.  The readme file contains instructions for building the parser.  This Beta release is for a 6-week review.  V1.0 regression testing has yet to be done.



AR Beta Users: Run as many IBIS 1.1 and 2.0 files as possible.



Jon Powell volunteered to create a Sun version.  Will will send Jon the approved distribution list.  Several other formats were volunteered.



AR Paul: Give the parser a unique name, such as IBIS_CK2, and forward the files to Will.  [Done]

We agreed that our intention is that there can be parts that are non-monotonic.  The 2.0 spec has an erroneous line that was never intended.

Kellee volunteer to write BIRD 20 to make the spec more like the original passed BIRD 8.2.  We agreed to implement BIRD 20 in the draft parser with the expectation that it will be approved at our next meeting.
