Issue MI03 Reserved prefix. After a discussion it was agreed that this was a good idea by wording needed to be improved. Brian to come up with new wording.

Issue MI04 Namespaces. Several members expressed concerns about the market acceptance of namespaces and the stability of these in various compilers. There would also be a backward compatibility issues, although it would not be difficult to solve. This issue was given to the Modeling group for further investigation.
