Data types

We first talked about the list of datatypes, independent of the language issue. Still need to resolve string – okay for SV and VHDL

So it is an issue of old Verilog only
Verilog and type coercion

Separate support of Verilog the language with the datatypes to be supported.

Cannot exclude Verilog since it is a subset of SV
Duaine says it is a matter of deciding how datatypes in the BFM are converted into the function call. This is an infrastructure linker issue.

At parsing phase the IL can use any new stuff that we decide.

This takes it back to being a coercion issue. And that means the Int/Integer issue.
Shabtay’s proposal:

1) V BFM’s for 1.X 2) convert V to SV BFMs using SV types 3) use macros
New BFMs – will they be interpreted in a V or SV context. Perhaps just have a small table that outlines the problems.
Recursion Issue
Are value returns an extra function call in terms of recursion or is this a necessary part of the blocking call. General agreement that the return communications is needed independent of the return value because it releases the blocking nature of the call.
This is an implementation difficulty issue. There may be limits defined in the standard. Need to check this. Perhaps make a minimum level than must be supported, but Russ says this creates portability issues.

Add C models calls an exported function. Per doesn’t know how this can happen.

Duaine called for a face to face to get some of these issues resolved. We will discuss the timing for this along with the agenda for which issues should get resolved
Action Item: Before the next meeting, everyone should send to the reflector the SOLUTION that they would like to see for the Verilog datatype coercion issue. This should not be in terms of the options or issues, but a definitive statement regarding what each company would like to see as the resolution.
