Nesting Discussion.
Enforce a single level of nesting or to be compliant only needs to support one level of nesting. Can recommend that it should not be done.

There should be no reason to restrict this according to Cadence. Does 1.1 provide a difficulty that is not understood?
Should it provide a warning? Shabtay says that it should not happen and it is extra effort to do this. Other members think that it is a very simple check.

Russ provided Shabtay with a challenge to come up with an example that needs nesting. Shabtay’s response was that this is not the issue. Restrictions should not be put in unless there is a real reason for their existence. The closer the emulation environment can look like a simulation environment he better.
The spec should say that a compliant implementation should support a certain level of nesting. Models using more levels of nesting than defined may not be portable to all compliant implementations and are non compliant. Exports should not call imports.
