4 state data types:

    Russ: Really good as it makes mapping from simulation to emulation easier.

Proposal 4 state types allowed but not allowed to assign X or Z to them.
This does create some problems in that one set of rules for pure DPI and a different set when used with SCE-MI 2.0 

SCE-MI 1.1 was pure 2 state. Differences between this and simulation is due to differences in the platform capabilities.

Shabtay believes that we should only support 2 state.
IFLC cannot check the C side and not statically on the HDL side. It can however implement some dynamic checking. It cannot do full policing. This will create different executions possibly between a simulator DPI and the same system running on an accelerated platform.

IF linker could be used as a linter to ensure SCE MI rules are followed. Could also generate a thin wrapper when used with a simulator so do the dynamic checks.
Agreed by all members: If something is an error then the Infrastructure linker or run time environment must detect and report it. If something is stated as being implementation dependent or undefined it is up to the vendor to decide if and how it is detected and reported.
Should SV_LOGIC_VAL be supported in the interface? Proposals to be sent by Tuesday. Will be decided by the group next Thursday. Also we will close on the 1.1 and 2.0 mixing rules.
