Per all worth spending time on. 04 is least important, Can live without 31. 05 complicated but can live without. 34 need to make decision. 

04 – defer unless we decide to drop C++. Not necessary.
05 – language difficult. Currently over constrains on clock edges that are don’t care. 

On 11/10 group considers Per’s wording acceptable.

28 – Shabtay thinks go with option 3, whereas original preference was option 2. Per still thinks that 2 should be used. 4 and 5 unacceptable. 1 is still possible. 2 should be a warning, not an error. Least effort is option 1. Does the least harm, but removes a possibility. AI ** What do current implementations do? Should make consistency as priority.
29 – Should table as there is no customer demand. Also wrong to use the error mechanism for this.
30 – Shabtay should not deal with things that limit an implementation.
