Issues 
On old IM’s - IM30 defer
John explained the latest version of the working document. Included some IMs where there is good consensus. 4 state not in yet, but place holder there. Not a lot of talk on IM204. Nothing on IM205. IM208-211 Tried to capture discussion. IM207 nothing specific.
All problems and their proposed resolutions need to be submitted by mid January. We should plan on having a face to face to resolve all submission either the 3rd week of January, or right next to DesignCon, which start Feb 6th. We will decide in the meeting on Dec 15th.

New web site will go live as soon as Accellera has transferred the roster over to the new site. New site is powered by Kavi which will allow members to directly edit documents on the web. 
IM204/IM214
Need to able to register error handler without doing Init. Can already be done, so not an issue. The group believes that it should be possible to have a DPI app with no calls to the 1.1 if possible.

Shabtay and Per do not want to enforce complete backward compatibility. But John thinks we should be. But 2.0 requirements state that 1.1 is a required subset of the version. 1.1 models must run in a 2.0 environment.
IM203 Clock port macros required by 1.1. May be used by 2.0. If any 1.1 model used, then clock ports are required. With 1.1 no time access on C side because of lack of time base. New macro intended to fill that whole. If not using macro, then time base is implicit, so time access still works. This is an upgrade to 1.1.
