Discussed Topics for today’s call:

· Discuss Bryan S email (Shabtay)

· Questions about the buffers, size, configurability from email (Per B)

· Discuss Jason’s proposal to replace the PipeID mechanism (Shabtay)

Per’s pipes code was reported to be working well, and was appreciated. John S suggested keeping and distributing it as a reference implementation. It should run on NC, too.
Discussed EOMs and modes of operation. Tried to converge on terminology, specifically that a “Message” equates to a “call”, and that an “element” is part of the data for a “message”.

Discussed flushing, particularly nozzles with partial messages. Questioned behavior with messages larger than the buffer size, when used with the non-blocking API. How much user responsibility to size the buffer, and whether the blocking API should be allowed to return a partial acceptance of the message.  John, Per like this idea, Shabtay wants to look at it more.
Per questioned odd-sized messages, when the number of elements x element size is not a multiple of 4N bytes. Per will describe his concern further with an example.

Feedback on Jason’s PipeID proposal. John was still checking with synthesis folks. Shabtay suggested it could replacing the current approach, John suggested a reference model on top of it. 
Shabtay suggested we should should start using the IM mechanism in order to close and track issues better. The group agreed to each put their questions and issues into IMs.
