Meeting details:

1) Motion to approve agenda: Tor Jeremiassen and Seconded: Jerome Cornet

2) Stan reminded everyone of the patent policy

3) Revised PAR was approved on Feb 5. 2010 with some minor wordsmithing

4) John Anynsely will be technical consultant and pulling together the LRM.  Sophie Vandeputte will do FrameMaker work and technical editing.  John and Sophie are now under contract by IEEE.  OSCI will pay IEEE who will in turn pay John and Sophie.  Funding is now in place.

5) John Aynsely: wants to do things using more or less the same process as for the 1666.  Wants to form a technical subcommittee.  Operate primarily over an email reflector.  Call technical meeting when needed such as when some technical impasse occurs.

6) Technical subcommittee would work by consensus.  Escalate issues to main committee if a particular issue cannot be resolved. Escalation was not necessary during 1666 process.

7) The WG is only obliged to re-approve 1666 standard.  Otherwise, it is up to participants what to do with it.  John Aynsley has an errata list he has been keeping for the last 5 years, Including, typos and errors.  People may contribute new typos, errors, or new features as they wish.

8) Overall structure of LRM to be addressed.

9) Another issue to be addressed is should TLM-1 be part of the standard?

10) Stan  will set up reflector.

11) StanK would like to set up a cut-off date for new enhancement proposals for practical purposes.  Suggests March 11.  Vote not necessary. Stan can put this in place unilaterally Stan believes a cut-off date is necessary in order to get to ballot by summer 2010.

12) Stuart: suggests John Aynsley send out an high-level outline of new LRM that

includes what's known now about what will go into LRM.  John agreed.

Stuart: dump relevant docs on website for access by everyone.

Stan: a document repository on the web is required.

Tor: Process control proposal is available on OSCI web site under

Language Working Group area.

Stan: eda.org website does not have an easy interface for uploading

docs.  Send any docs to Stan and he will upload them and make them

available.
