Status report
John gave a report on the status of the work to complete the draft standard documentation.  John indicates there are many issues still on the table.  John indicates progress is slow.  Instead of being ready with a solid draft in August, John predicts it will be after August.  In discussing this, a better estimate is the end of September.  

Due to the number of open issues, it is too hard to predict with certainty it would be ready at the end of September.  
John indicates a first draft can be made available soon that represents changes and additions made to date.  The group discussed there is a need to prioritize the remaining issues and that 1666 technical subcommittee should meet to do this.
Chair Krolikoski will setup a 1-2 two hour meeting next Thursday, 27 May 2010 from 7:30 a.m. – 9:30 a.m. PDT to discuss technical issues.  Stan will send an email to the technical reflector to announce this meeting.

John reminded us there are many concurrent threads on the reflector.  He asks that members attention be called to those threads and that those who have comments to make make do so in the context of those email threads.  

John has a speaking slot at the DAC NASCUG meeting on Sunday where he will present at a minimum the Cadence process control extensions.  He would also include any other “juicy” features that were going into the 1666 standard with the group’s approval.  No other such features were identified.  But without objection, John indicated he will review what else might be included in this presentation.
